I. The agreement for ship pollution response regime will be formally implemented as of January 1, 2012 and the following ships shall conclude the agreements for ship pollution response: 1. All ships carrying oil, chemicals or liquefied gas entering or leaving a port; 2. other ships above 10,000 GT entering or leaving a port (excluding ships carrying oil, chemicals or liquefied gas);

III. During the period from January 1, 2012 to February 29, 2012, ships that have not concluded the agreements for ship pollution response may enter a port for operations, provided that such ships shall conclude the agreements for ship pollution response before leaving the port, formality for leaving the port will not be granted if such ships fails to conclude the agreements for ship pollution response;
IV. From March 1, 2012 on, ships failing to conclude the agreement for ship pollution response as required will not be arranged for entering a port;
